      I believe that the Holy Spirit is eternally God, that He leads individuals into truth, convicts the world of guilt in regard to sin, righteousness, and judgment, Jhn 16:7, Rom 8:14 regenerates individuals giving them a new spirit and new life, Tit 3:5  seals believers in Christ till the day of redemption guaranteeing fulfillment of Gods promises, Eph 4:30, 1:13, 2Cor 1:21 indwells believes at the moment of faith,  Rom 8:1, 1Cor 6:19, 3:16, Jhn 14:17 makes intersection for the saints, Rom 8:34, 8:26, Eph 6:18 fills individuals with power to do the will of God, Eph 5:18, Gal 5:22 and disperses spiritual gifts for the good of the Body of Christ. 1Cor 12:4, 1Pet 4:10  I believe that the Holy Spirit can be lied to, grieved, resisted, and quenched. Two classes of holy angles include Cherubim and Seraphim.  The Cherubim and divine attendants of the highest class and proclaim and protect Gods presence and character.       I believe that at some point in time a large number of angles sinned and were cast from heaven.  These fallen angles are called demons and no means of salvation was offered to them.  I believe that all angels are sealed in their eternal state as either holy, clean, and elect or evil, unclean and fallen. 2Pet 2:4, Mrk 8:38  I believe that the fallen angles are organized and lead by Satan, a fallen Cherubim.  They oppose God’s purposes by deceiving and afflicting mankind, their purpose is to kill and destroy. Mat 25:41, Rev 12:4, Heb 1:7, Psm 34:7, 1Pet 5:8, Jhn 10:10  I believe that all fallen angles will eventually be judged and thrown into the lake of fire where they will receive eternal contuse punishment. Rev 20:10, Mat 25:41
  Concerning Man
     I believe that the creation account in Genesis Chapter one and two were actual historical events, that Adam was the first human created and his origin was supernatural and deliberately caused by God. Gen 2:7  I believe that Adams wife Eve was also created supernaturally by God.  Gen 2:21  I believe that God created both of them in His image and free from sin to enjoy fellowship with eachother and God, to subdue and rule over the earth together. Gen 1:27  I believe that all humans are descendants of Adam and Eve and retain the image of God. Gen 9:6  I believe that all humans have a soul that will always exist. Ecc 3:11, Mat 25:46
  Concerning Sin
     I believe that sin is not conforming to the moral law of God in thoughts, intentions, or actions and includes sins of commission and omission. 1Jhn 5:17, Lev 4:22, Rom 14:23, Heb 11:6, Jas 2:10  I believe sin is the perversion of the good plan of God and disrupts peace and love.  I believe that all sin is equally evil and deserving of death.  I believe that all sin came into the world by Adam and has been imputed to all humans because all have sinned.  I believe that sin has radically corrupted every aspect of every human being and that apart from the direct intervention by God all are lost in a sin with hope. Rom 5:12, 1Cor 15:22, Psm 51:5, Eph 2:4 

  Concerning Salvation
     I believe that salvation is a multifaceted concept involving the deliverance from or preservation of something.  I believe the Scriptures reveal four types of salvation that are distinguished by determining what is being delivered or preserved and from what within the context of the passage:  1)  The physical preservation or deliverance of something or someone from decay or harm.  2)  Justification, the eternal deliverance from the penalty of sin.  3)  Sanctification, the temporal deliverance from the power of sin in ones life on earth, and  4)  Glorification, the eternal deliverance from the presence of sin.  

      I believe that justification is an act of God in which He declares an individual not guilty of all sins past, present, and future based upon the counsel of God and the work of Jesus Christ at the cross. Col 2:13, Act 13:38, Rom 3:22  It includes the imputation of the righteousness of Christ to the individual at a specific point in time and cannot be lost or revoked.  It is a gift from God through faith including a wonderful package of benefits including:  Propitiation, the satisfaction of God’s justice and wrath towards the individual. Rom 3:25, 5:9  Redemption, the full payment of the penalty of sin remitted and excepted on behalf of the individual. 1Pet 1:18, 1Cor 7:22 Regeneration, the spirit of the individual is “born again” and made alive to God.  Jhn 3, Rom 8:10  Reconciliation, the estrangement between the individual and God is healed and the relationship restored. Rom 5:11  Adoption, the individual is adopted by God into His family as His child with full rights, privileges, and inheritance. Eph 1:4, Rom 8:15  In-Dwelling, the individual is in-dwelled by God with continual access to God. Rom 5:5, Gal 4:6  Spiritual Gifts, the individual is given specific abilities that are to be developed and used to serve the Body of Christ. Rom 12  Eternally Security, the individual is sealed and guaranteed that nothing can separate the individual from God’s sovereign will and promises in Christ Jesus. Eph 1:13, Rom 8:38  The individual is declared as a new creation, 2Cor 5:17 positioned in-Christ, Rom 8:1, 1Ths 4:16  a saint of God, Rom 1:7 and a member of a Royal Priesthood. 1Pet 2:9  I believe that these benefits of Justification have always been by God’s grace through faith alone in Christ. Eph 2:8, Tit 3:5, Rom 3:28
      I believe that Sanctification is a promise, a position, and a process of spiritual growth that begins when the believer is justified. Rom 8:28, Phl 1:6  By the grace of God and through the ministry of the Holy Spirit believes mature through fellowship with other believers, growing in the Word of God believers progressively put on the mind of Christ and are transformed by the renewing of their minds. Gal 3:3, Rom 12:2  Faith, truth, love, and hope are cultivated and expressed as the believer progresses as a disciple and servant of Christ. Col 3:12, Gal 5:22 Good works and fruit out of a good heart are the evidence of the believer who is being sanctified by grace. (Eph 2:10)  The believers works will be judged at the Judgment Seat of Christ and they can receive rewards for their faithful stewardship, however, in no way can the elect lost their salvation.  I believe that God can and does discipline believers who walk according to the flesh with temporal consequences and the loss of eternal rewards. (Heb 12:4, 1Ths 5:23, 2Cor 5:10)

      I believe that Glorification is the eternal deliverance from the presence of sin within a new glorified body.  It is the sealing of an individual by God in an eternal state in which they loose the ability to sin, be hurt or feel pain. (Jhn 17:24, Rom 8:17, Eph 5:27, Phl 3:21, 1Jhn 3:2, Rev 21:4)  I believe that ultimate glorification of believers is assured on the basis of the immutable character of God and His sovereign work in their lives.  I believe that God glorifies all whom He has called and justified. (Rom 8:28) 

  Concerning the Church
     I believe that the universal church of Jesus Christ was inaugurated at Pentecost with the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.  (Act 2, Jhn 16:7)  I believe that the Church is the Body of Christ and is made up of all believers in Christ.  I believe that the purpose of the Church is to Glorify God by doing what He commanded to included evangelism and edification.  All member of the church are to bare witness to Christ and building up the body equipping others to serve Him. (Mat 28:18, Act 1:8, Eph 3:21, 4:11, 1Pet 4:10)  I believe that water baptism and the Lord’s Supper are two ordinances that are to be exercised by the local bodies of believers.  I believe that water baptism is the public (outward) expression of the spiritual (inward) conversion, thus publicly identifying the believer with the local church. (Tit 3:5, Acts 1:5, 8:36)  I believe that the church is commanded  to observed the Lord’s Supper in remembrance of Jesus’ broken body thus proclaiming His death until He comes again. (Luk 22:19, 1Cor 11:26)  I believe that the local bodies of Christ are to be lead by men who meet the character qualifications for elders. (Tit 1:5, 1Tim 3:1, 1Pet 5:1)  I believe that these men are to oversee the ordinances of the Church and facilitate the orderly procession of prayer, fellowship, worship, exhortation, encouragement, healing, and church discipline. (1Cor 14:33, 11:33, 12:7, 1Tim 4:13, Heb 3:13, 10:25)

  Concerning Dispensations

      I believe that God’s ultimate purpose is to bring glory to Himself and that His creative acts were a means to that purpose. (1Pet 4:11)  I believe that God is working out His plan through progressive economies in which He reveals more and more of His will and Character as He interacts with His creation. (Eph 3:4)  I believe that through this interaction with His creation He is greatly gloried.  I believe that God has separate and distinct plans for Israel and His Church. (Rom 11:25)  Although the programs are related by common threads, God has made plans for both in the working out of His will. (Eph 3:6, Gal 3, Jer 31:31,)
      I believe God has revealed different dispensations in which He has progressively administered His will.  The first being the time of innocence in the garden of Eden in which man had no knowledge of sin or the need of a savior. (Gen 2)  The second dispensation of conscience revealed the fall of man from his sinless state thus gaining the knowledge of good and evil and the need of a savior. (Gen 3)  Human government is the third age in which God scattered man by confusing their languages and delegating governmental authority to them. (Gen 11)  The four economy is the Promise in which God establishes an eternal and unconditional covenant with Abram. (Gen 15)  The dispensation of Law was based on a conditional temporal covenant between God and Israel in which He would bless them if they obeyed, and discipline them if they rebelled. (Exd 19:5)  The six age of grace extends from the cross through eternity.  In this age God glorifies Himself by reconciling His elect back to Himself. (Jhn 17)  The seventh dispensation is the Millennial Kingdom in which Christ will reigning over the earth for one thousand years from David’s throne in Jerusalem. (Rev  20)  The eighth dispensation is eternity future. (Rev 21)
  Concerning the Last Things
     I believe in an imminent, personal, pretribulational, premillennial, return of the Lord Jesus Christ. (Rev 22:12)  I believe that the Abrahamic, Palestinian, Dividic, and the New Covenant are unconditional and everlasting covenants that will be fulfilled literally. (Gen 12, 15, Deut 30, 2 Sam 7:13, Jer 31:31)  I believe that Jesus Christ will sit on David’s throne in Jerusalem and rule the earth for one thousand years. (Rev 20)  I believe the dead will be raised bodily to either eternally life with God or eternal contuse punishment apart from God. (Jhn 5:28, 1Cor 15:50, Phl 3:21, Rev 4:10, 21:1)  I believe that sometime in the future the rapture of the saints will occur.  Almost instantaneously the bodies of dead believers in Christ will be raised with the living believers to meet Christ in the air. (1Cor 15:51, 1Ths 4:13, Tit 2:13, Jhn 14:1)  Those left behind will be individuals who have not come to faith in Christ.  I believe that Christ will then judge the works of the raptured elect at the Judgment Seat of Christ which is in heaven. (Mat 6:19, 2Cor 5:10, 1Cor 3:12)  I believe that a literal seven year tribulation period will follow the rapture with judgments from God place upon those left upon the earth.  The anti-Christ will come with power and deceive most of the world.  He will demand worship and desecrate the temple. (Dan 9:24, Jer 30:7, Rev 6-16, Ezk 38, Mat 24:15) At that time, after the seven year tribulation, Christ will return and defeat the Devil and his followers.  Satan will be bound for one thousands year and then released for a while till his final judgment at the end of time. (Rev 20:1)  Jesus will then reign on the earth for a thousand years, after which the dead will be resurrected and the non-elect will meet the Great White Throne Judgment. (Rev 20:11, Jud 6, 2Pet 2:4)  After that God will user in eternity and individuals will be sealed in their eternal states, either to eternal contuse punishment in the lake of fire or to eternal life with God in heaven. (Rev 20:10-15)  
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
