GOD’S PLAN OF SALVATION  The Father sent the Son to save those who believe in Jesus.

The Father loves the Son and has placed everything in His hands.  Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God’s wrath remains on him.  *John 3:35
For God so loved the world that He gave His one and only Son, that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.  For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through Him.  *John 3:16
Then they asked Him, “What must we do to do the works God requires?”  Jesus answered, “The work of God is this: to believe in the one He has sent.”  *John 6:28
Then Jesus cried out, “When a man believes in me, he does not believe in me only, but in the one who sent me.  When he looks at me, he sees the one who sent me.  I have come into the world as a light, so that no one who believes in me should stay in darkness.  *John 12:44
I tell you the truth, whoever hears my word and believes Him who sent me has eternal life and will not be condemned, he has crossed over from death to life.  *John 5:24
For my Father’s will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in Him shall have eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day.  *John 6:40
Jesus said to her, “I am the resurrection and the life.  He who believes in me will live, even though he dies; and whoever lives and believes in me will never die.  Do you believe this?  *John 11:25
I tell you the truth, he who believes has everlasting life.  I am the bread of life.  *John 6:47
ADOPTION  God adopts believers as His children through faith in Jesus.

But when the time had fully come, God sent His Son, born of a woman, born under law, to redeem those under law, that we might receive the full rights of sons.  Because you are sons, God sent the Spirit of His Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, “Abba, Father.”  So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and since you are a son, God has made you also a heir.    Galatians 4:4

For you did not receive a spirit that makes you a slave again to fear, but you received the Spirit of sonship.  And by Him we cry, “Abba, Father.”  The Spirit Himself testifies with our spirit that we are God’s children.  Now if we are children, then we are heirs-heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ.  Romans 8:15
For He chose us in Him before the creation of the world to be holy and blameless in His sight.  In love He predestined us to be adopted as His sons through Jesus Christ, in accordance with His pleasure and will.  Ephesians 1:4
He was in the world, and though the world was made through Him, the world did not recognize Him.  He came to that which was His own, but His own did not receive Him.  Yet to all who received Him, to those who believed in His name, He gave the right to become children of God-children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husband’s will, but born of God.  John 1:10
How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children of God!  1 John 3:1
You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus,  Galatians 3:26
We know that we are children of God, and that the whole world is under the control of the evil one.  1 John 5:19
FORGIVENESS  Believers are declared righteous by God through faith in Jesus.

Understand, then, that those who believe are children of Abraham.  The Scripture foresaw that God would justify the Gentiles by faith, and announced the gospel in advance to Abraham:  Galatians 3:7
All the prophets testify about Him that everyone who believes in Him receives forgiveness of sins through His name.  

  Acts 10:43
Therefore, my brothers, I want you to know that through Jesus the forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to you.  Through Him everyone who believes is justified from everything you could not be justified from by the law of Moses.  Acts 13:38
David says the same thing when he speaks of the blessedness of the man to who God credits righteousness apart from works:  “Blessed are they whose transgressions are forgiven, whose sins are covered.  Romans 4:6
This righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe:  Romans 3:22
For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with you mouth that you confess and are saved. 

   Romans 10:10
For we maintain that a man is justified by faith apart from observing the law.  Romans 3:28
When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature, God made you alive with Christ.  He forgave us all our sins, having canceled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and that stood opposed to us; He took it away, nailing it to the cross.  Colossians 2:13
As far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us.  Psalm 103:12
Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus,  Romans 8:1
We are therefore Christ’s ambassadors, as though God were making His appeal through us.  We implore you on Christ’s behalf:  Be reconciled to God.  God made Him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in Him we might become the righteousness of God.  2 Corinthians 5:20
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FAITH ALONE   Works or good deeds are not required for justification, only faith in Jesus.

Know that a man is not justified by observing the law, but by faith in Jesus Christ.  So we, too have put our faith in Christ Jesus that we may be justified by faith in Christ and not by observing the law, because by observing the law no one will be justified.  Galatians 2:16

Clearly no one is justified before God by the law, because.  “The righteous will live by faith.”  Galatians 3:11

He saved us, not because of righteous things we had done, but because of His mercy.  He saved us through the washing of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, whom He poured out on us generously through Jesus Christ our Savior, so that, having been justified by His grace, we might become heirs having the hope of eternal life.  Titus 3:5
Christ is the end of the law so that there may be righteousness for everyone who believes.  Romans 10:4
Just as Moses lifted up the snake in the desert, so the Son of Man must be lifted up, that everyone who believes in Him may have eternal life.  *John 3:14
They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved-you and your household.”  Acts 16:31
For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith-and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God-not by works, so that no one can boast.  Ephesians 2:8
JESUS ALONE  Those who don’t believe in Jesus remain condemned under the justice of God.

It is by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified but whom God raised from the dead, that this man stands before you completely healed.  He is “the stone you builders rejected, which has become the capstone.”  Salvation is found in no-one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to men by which we must be saved.  Acts 4:10
For there is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus,  1 Timothy 2:5
Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life.  No one comes to the Father except through me.  *John 14:6
Who is it that overcomes the world?  Only he who believes that Jesus is the Son of God.  1 John 5:5
Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God’s one and only Son.  *John 3:18
I told you that you would die in your sins; if you do not believe that I am the one I claim to be, you will indeed die in your sins.”  *John 8:24
Anyone who believes in the Son of God has this testimony in his heart.  Anyone who does not believe God has made Him out to be to be a liar, because he has not believed the testimony God has given about His Son.  1 John 5:10
To the pure, all things are pure, but to those who are corrupted and do not believe, nothing is pure,  In fact, both their minds and consciences are corrupted.  They claim to know God, but by their actions they deny Him.  They are detestable, disobedient and unfit for doing anything good.  Titus 1:15  

For John came to you to show you the way of righteousness, and you did not believe him, but the tax collectors and the prostitutes did.  And even after you saw this, you did not repent and believe him.  *Matthew 21:32
ETERNAL SECURITY  Believers are eternally sealed by the Holy Spirit through faith in Jesus Christ.

And you also were included in Christ when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation.  Having believed, you were marked in Him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit, who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the redemption of those who are God’s possession.  Ephesians 1:13
Now it is God who makes both us and you stand firm in Christ.  He anointed us, set His seal of ownership on us, and put His Spirit in our hearts as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come.  2 Corinthians 1:21
 “My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me.  I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand.  My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all, no one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand.  I and the Father are one.”  *John 10:27
Who will bring any charge against those whom God has chosen?  It is God who justifies.  Romans 8:33
For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.  Romans 8:38
HEAR  These are written so that you may believe in Jesus and have abundant and eternal life.
Thomas said to Him, “My Lord and my God!”  Then Jesus told him, “Because you have seen me, you have believed; blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.”  *John 20:28
Jesus did many other miraculous signs in the presence of His disciples, which are not recorded in this book.  But these are written that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of God, and that by believing you may have life in His name.   John 20:30
“My prayer is not for them alone.  I pray also for those who will believe in me through their message, that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you.  May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent me.  I have given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be one as we are one: I in them and you in me.
