LIAR, LUNATIC, OR LORD?

PROPHESIES ABOUT JESUS  There are nearly 100 prophecies pertaining to the Messiah fulfilled by Jesus.

  When, where, and how He would be born.  490 years after rebuilding Jerusalem in Bethlehem by a virgin.
 “Know and understand this:  From the issuing of the decree to restore and rebuild Jerusalem until the Anointed One, the ruler, comes, there will be seven sevens, and sixty-two sevens.  It will be rebuilt with streets and a trench, but in times of trouble.  After the sixty-two sevens, the Anointed One will be cut off and will have nothing.  (605 B.C.)  Daniel 9:25
Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign:  The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and will call Him Immanuel.  (740 B.C.)  Isaiah 7:13
For to us a child is born, to us a son is given, and the government will be on His shoulders.  And He will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.  Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end.  He will reign on David’s throne and over His kingdom, establishing and upholding it with justice and righteousness from that time on and forever.  The zeal of the Lord Almighty will accomplish this. (740 B.C.) Ish 9:6
 “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of Judah, out of you will come for me one who will be ruler over Israel, whose origins are from of old, from ancient times. (740 B.C.)  Micah 5:2
You will be with child and give birth to a son, and you are to give Him the name Jesus.  He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High.  Luke 1:31
The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and they will call Him Immanuel - which means, “God with us.”  Matthew 1:23
  How and why He would died.  He would quietly allow Himself to be crucified for the sins of the world.
He was oppressed and afflicted, yet He did not open His mouth; He was led like a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is silent, so He did not open His mouth. (740 B.C.)  Isaiah 53:7
Surely He took up our infirmities and carried our sorrows, yet we considered him stricken by God, smitten by him, and afflicted.  But he was pieced for our transgressions, he was crushed four our iniquities; the punishment that brought us peace was upon him, and by his wounds we are healed.  We all, like sheep, have gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way; and the Lord has laid on Him the iniquity of us all. (740 B.C.)  Isaiah 53:4

...For He bore the sin of many, and made intercession for the transgressors. (740 B.C.)  Isaiah 53:12
I am poured out like water, and all my bones are out of joint.  My heart has turned to wax; it has melted away within me. My strength is dried up like a potsherd, and y my tongue sticks to the roof of my mouth; you lay me in the dust of death.  Dogs have surrounded me; a band of evil men has encircled me, they have pierced my hands and my feet.  I can count all my bones; people stare and gloat over me.  They divide my garments among them and cast lots for my clothing. (1020 B.C.)  Psalm 22:14  
  What kind of King He would be.  He would be a priest and an everlasting King with common appearance.
The scepter will not depart from Judah, nor the ruler’s staff from between his feet, until he comes to whom it belongs and the obedience of the nations is his. (1804 B.C.)  Genesis 49:10
...The Lord declares to you that the Lord Himself will establish a house for you:  When your days are over and you rest with your fathers, I will raise up your offspring to succeed you, who will come from your own body, and I will establish His kingdom.  He is the one who will build a house for my Name, and I will establish the throne of His kingdom forever.  I will be his Father, and He will be my son. (1010 B.C.)  2 Samuel 7:11

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CLAIMS OF JESUS  Jesus claimed equality with God by what He said and did.

  Jesus claimed to be one with God.  Jesus was nearly stoned two times and crucified for blasphemy.
The woman said, “I know that Messiah” (called Christ) “is coming.  When he comes, he will explain everything to us.”  Then Jesus declared, “I who speak to you am He.”  John 4:25
When Jesus came to the region of Caesarea Philippi, He asked His disciples, “Who do people say the Son of Man is?”  They replied, “Some say John the Baptist; others say Elijah; and still others, Jeremiah or one of the prophets.”  “But what about you?” He asked.  “Who do you say I am?”  Simon Peter answered,  “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.”  Jesus replied, “Blessed are you, Simon son of Jonah, for this was not revealed to you by man, but by my Father in heaven.  *Matthew 16:13
Jesus said to them, “My Father is always at His work to this very day, and I, too, am working.”  For this reason the Jews tried all the harder to kill Him; not only was He breaking the Sabbath, but He was even calling God His own Father, making Himself equal with God.  *John 5:17
The Jews gathered around Him, saying, “How long will you keep us in suspense?  If you are the Christ, tell us plainly.”  Jesus answered,  “I did tell you, but you do not believe.  The miracles I do in my Father’s name speak for me, but you do not believe because you are not my sheep.”  *John 10:24
At daybreak the council of the elders of the people, both the chief priests and teachers of the law, met together, and Jesus was led before them.  “If you are the Christ,” they said, “tell us.”  Jesus answered, “If I tell you, you will not believe me, and if I asked you, you would not answer.  But from now on, the Son of Man will be seated at the right hand of the mighty God.”  They all asked, “Are you then Son of God?”  He replied, “You are right in saying I am.”  Luke 22:66
Then the high priest stood up before them and asked Jesus, “Are you not going to answer?  What is this testimony that these men are bringing against you?”  But Jesus remained silent and gave no answer.  Again the high priest asked Him,  “Are you the Christ, the Son of the Blessed One?”  “I am,” said Jesus. “And you will see the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Mighty One and coming on the clouds of heaven.”  Mark 14:60
