UPHOLDING THE LAW BY LOVE
While believers in Christ are not under the supervision of the law, they are required by the Scriptures to meet the intent of the moral laws of God to a greater degree through love.  God’s command of love is not arbitrary, it is in our best interest to abide by it because there are negative and positive consequences.  

The grace of God doesn’t condone sin, rather it meets individuals where they are at to draw them to God.

We have unlimited healing available from God,  but lets not continue to injure ourselves and others.
“You, my brothers, were called to be free.  But do not use your freedom to indulge the sinful nature; 

rather, serve one another in love.  The entire law is summed up in a single command:  

Love your neighbor as yourself.”  Galatians 5:13

FORGIVEN & FREE BUT STILL RESPONSIBLE  Abusing freedom leads to slavery to sin.
What shall we say, then?  Shall we go on sinning so that grace may increase?  By no means!  We died to sin how can we live in it any longer?  Romans 6:1
Do we, then nullify the law by this faith?  Not at all!  Rather, we uphold the law.  Romans 3:31
Everything is permissible for me-but not everything is beneficial.  Everything is permissible for me-but I will not be mastered by anything.  1 Corinthians 6:12

It is for freedom that Christ has set us free.  Stand firm, then, and do not let yourselves be burdened again by a yoke of slavery.   Galatians 5:1

THE LAW OF LOVE  Believers in Christ are under His new command of love.
A new command I give you:  Love one another.  As I have loved you, so you must love one another.  By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another.  John 13:34
As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you.  Now remain in my love.  If you obey my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have obeyed my Father’s commands and remain in His love.  I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your joy may be complete.  My command is this:  Love each other as I have loved you.  John 15:9
This is my command:  Love each other.  John 15:17
If you love me, you will obey what I command.  John 14:15

And this is His command:  to believe in the name of His Son, Jesus Christ, and to love one another as He commanded us.  Those who obey His commands live in Him, and He in them.  1 John 3:23
This is love for God: to obey His commands.  And His commands are not burdensome,  1 John 5:3
The goal of this command is love, which comes from a pure heart and a good conscience and a sincere faith.  1 Tim 1:5
Follow the way of love and eagerly desire spiritual gifts,  1 Corinthians 14:1

And He has given us this command:  Whoever loves God must also love his brother.  1 John 4:21
This is the message you heard from the beginning:  We should love one another.  1 John 3:11

And now, dear lady, I am not writing you a new command but one we have had from the beginning.  I ask that we love one another.  And this is love:  that we walk in obedience to His commands.  As you have heard from the beginning, His command is that you walk in love.  2 John 1:5
Dear friends, let us love one another, for love comes from God.  Everyone who loves has been born of God and knows God.  Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love.  1 John 4:7
This is how we know that we love the children of God: by loving God and carrying out His commands.  1 John 5:2
If you really keep the royal law found in Scripture, Love your neighbor as yourself, you are doing right.  James 2:8
Let no debt remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, for he who loves his fellowman has fulfilled the law.  Romans 13:8

…The only thing that counts is faith expressing itself through love.  Galatians 5:6
The entire law is summed up in a single command:  Love your neighbor as yourself.  Galatians 5:14

MORAL IMPERATIVES  Believers are commanded by Scripture to live by certain truths.
Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God?  You are not your own; you were bought at a price.  Therefore honor God with your body.  1 Corinthians 6:19
You must teach what is in accord with sound doctrine.  Teach the older men to be temperate, worthy of respect, self controlled, and sound in faith, in love and in endurance.  Titus 2:1
Flee the evil desires of youth, and pursue righteousness, faith, love, and peace, along with those who call on the Lord out of a pure heart.  2 Timothy 2:22
Be on your guard; stand firm in the faith; be men of courage; be strong.  Do everything in love.  1 Corinthians 16:13
Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly love, clothe yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience.  Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another.  Forgive as the Lord forgave you.  And over all these virtues put on love which binds them all together in perfect unity.  Colossians  3:12
But since we belong to the day, let us be self controlled, putting on faith and love as a breastplate, and the hope of salvation as a helmet.  1 Thessalonians 5:8
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BENEFITS OF LOVE  Love leads to godliness and many current and future benefits.

And so we know and rely on the love God has for us.  God is love.  Whoever lives in love lives in God, and God in him.  In this way, love is made complete among us so that we will have confidence on the day of judgment, because in this world we are like him.  1 John 4:16
Dear friends, since God so loved us, we also ought to love one another.  No one has ever seen God; but if we love one another, God lives in us and His love is made complete in us.  1 John 4:11
My purpose is that they may be encouraged in heart and united in love, so that they may have the full riches of complete understanding, in order that they may know the mystery of God, namely Christ, in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.  Colossians 2:2
As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you.  Now remain in my love.  If you obey my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have obeyed my Father’s commands and remain in His love.  I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your joy may be complete.  My command is this:  Love each other as I have loved you.  Greater love has no-one than this, that one lay down his life for his friends.  You are my friends if you do what I command.  John 15:9
Love never fails.  1 Corinthians 13:8
…Knowledge puffs up, but love builds up.  1 Corinthians 8:1f
Have nothing to do with godless myths and old wives’ tales; rather, train yourself to be godly.  For physical training is of some value, but godliness has value for all things, holding promise for both the present life and the life to come.  1 Timothy 4:7

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control.  Against such things there is no law.  Galatians 5:22
CONSEQUENCES OF NOT LOVING  If you do not love you will reap what you sow and be disciplined.

If anyone does not love the Lord-a curse be on him.  Come, O Lord!  1 Corinthians 16:22

Whoever does not love does not know God, because God is love.  1 John 4:8
If anyone says, I love God, yet hates his brother, he is a liar.  For anyone who does not love his brother, whom he has seen, cannot love God, whom he has not seen.  And He has given us this command:  Whoever loves God must also love his brother.    1  John 4:20

I am the vine; you are the branches.  If a man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.  If anyone does not remain in me, he is like a branch that is thrown away and withers; such branches are picked up, thrown into the fire and burned.  John 15:5
Do not be deceived:  God cannot be mocked, A man reaps what he sows.  The man who sows to please his sinful nature, from that nature will reap destruction; the one who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life.  Galatians 6:7
If you love those who love you what credit is that to you?  Even sinners love those who love them.  Luke 6:32
The acts of the sinful nature are obvious: sexual immorality, impurity and debauchery; idolatry and witchcraft; hatred, discord, jealousy, fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions and envy; drunkenness, orgies, and the like.  Gal 5:19

Our fathers disciplined us for a little while as they thought best; but God disciplines us for our good, that we may share in his holiness.  No discipline seems pleasant at the time, but painful.  Later on, however, it produces a harvest of righteousness and peace for those who have been trained by it.  Hebrews 12:10
WHAT LOVE IS   
This is how we know what love is:  Jesus Christ laid down His life for us.  And we ought to lay down our lives for our 

brothers.    1 John 3:16
Love is patient, love is kind.  It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud.  It is not rude, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs.  Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth.  It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres.  1 Corinthians 13:4
And now these three remain: faith, hope and love.  But the greatest of these is love.  1 Corinthians 13:13
