Who Jesus is  * = Words of Jesus
While Jesus deserves all love, service, and devotions out of who He is, He also earned it by what He has done.

DEITY OF JESUS  Jesus always has been and will always be the one and only God.

In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  John 1:1
Through Him all things were made; without Him nothing was made that has been made.  John 1:3
He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.  For by Him all things were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by Him and for Him.  He is before all things, and in Him all things hold together.  Colossians 1:15
But when the time had fully come, God sent His Son, born of a woman, born under law, to redeem those under law, that we might receive the full rights of sons.  Galatians 4:4
For to us a child is born, to us a son is given, and the government will be on His shoulders.  And He will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.  Isaiah 9:6
 “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of Judah, out of you will come for me one who will be ruler over Israel, whose origins are from of old, from ancient times.  Micah 5:2
The Word became flesh and made His dwelling among us.  We have seen His glory, the glory of the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.  John 1:14
For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form, and you have been given fullness in Christ, who is the head over every power and authority.  Colossians 2:9
For God was pleased to have all His fullness dwell in Him, and through Him to reconcile to Himself all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through His blood, shed on the cross.  Colossians 1:19
Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus:  Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, but made Himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness, and being found in appearance as a man, he humbled Himself and became obedient to death-even death on a cross!  Phil 2:5
For you know that it was not with perishable things such as silver or gold that you were redeemed from the empty way of life handed down to you from your forefathers, but with the precious blood of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect.  He was chosen before the creation of the world, but was revealed in these last times for your sake.  1 Peter 1:18
…The reason the Son of God appeared was to destroy the devil’s work.  1 John 3:8
For what the law was powerless to do in that it was weakened by the sinful nature, God did by sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful man to be a sin offering.  Romans 8:3
God made Him who had no sin to be sin for us, so that in Him we might become the righteousness of God. 2 Cor 5:21
He was in the world, and though the world was made through Him, the world did not recognize Him. John 1:10
In the past God spoke to our forefathers through the prophets at many times and in various ways, but in these last days, he has spoken to us by His Son, whom He appointed heir of all things, and through whom He made the universe.  Heb 1:1
No one has ever gone into heaven except the one who came from heaven-the Son of Man.  *John 1:13
Philip said, “Lord, show us the Father and that will be enough for us.”  Jesus answered:  “Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been among you such a long time?  Anyone who has seen me has seen the Father.  *John 14:8
 “You are not yet fifty years old,” the Jews said to Him, “and you have seen Abraham!” “I tell you the truth.”  Jesus answered, “before Abraham was born, I am!”  At this, they picked up stones to stone Him, but Jesus hid himself, slipping away from the temple grounds.  John 8:58
They all asked, “Are you then the Son of God?”  He replied, “You are right in saying I am.”  Luke 22:70
…Again the high priest asked Him, “Are you the Christ, the Son of the Blessed One?” “I am,” said Jesus. “And you will see the Son of Man sitting at the right hand of the Mighty One and coming on the clouds of heaven.”  The high priest tore his clothes.  “Why do we need any more witnesses?”  he asked.  “you have heard the blasphemy.  What do you think?” Mark 14:61
The Son is the radiance of God’s glory and the exact representation of His being, sustaining all things by His powerful word.  After He had provided purification for sins, He sat down at the right hand of the Majesty in heaven.  So He became as much superior to the angels as the name He has inherited is superior to theirs.  For to which of the angels did God ever say,  “You are my Son; today I have become your Father”?  Hebrews 1:3
But about the Son he says,  “Your throne, O God, will last for ever and ever, and righteousness will be the scepter of your kingdom. Hebrews 1:8
You made him a little lower than the angels; you crowned him with glory and honor and put everything under his feet.”  In putting everything under Him, God left nothing that is not subject to Him, Yet at present we do not see everything subject to him.  But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels, now crowned with glory and honor because He suffered death, so that by the grace of God He might taste death for everyone.  Hebrews 2:7
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever. Hebrews 13:8
And we have seen and testify that the Father has sent His Son to be the Savior of the world.  If anyone acknowledges that Jesus is the Son of God, God lives in him and he in God. 1 John 4:14
Thomas said to Him, “My Lord and my God!”  Then Jesus told Him, “Because you have seen my, you have believed; blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.”  John 20:28
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SINLESSNESS OF JESUS  While Jesus was tested and suffered, He never sinned.

To this you were called, because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an example, that you should follow in His steps.  “He committed no sin, and no deceit was found in His mouth.”  1 Peter 2:21
Therefore, since we have a great High Priest who has gone through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold firmly to the faith we profess.  For we do not have a High Priest who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses, but we have one who has been tempted in every way, just as we are-yet was without sin. Hebrews 4:14
He is the atoning sacrifice for our sins, and not only for ours but also for the sins of the whole world.  1 John 2:2
But you know that He appeared so that He might take away our sins.  And in Him is no sin. 1 John 3:5
HUMANITY OF JESUS  Jesus is the God man, He added to His Deity complete humanity.

And Jesus grew in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and men.  Luke 2:52
NAMES OF JESUS  His names tell us a lot about His character and work.

Therefore the Lord Himself will give you a sign:  The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and will call Him Immanuel.  Isaiah 7:14
You will be with child and give birth to a son, and you are to give Him the name Jesus.  He will be great and will be called the Son of the Most High.  Luke 1:31
The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and they will call Him Immanuel - which means, “God with us.”  Matthew 1:23
For the Son of Man came to seek and to save what was lost. Luke 19:10
For even the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give His life as a ransom for many.  Mark 10:45
On His robe and on His thigh He has this name written:  King of kings and Lord of lords.  Revelation 19:16
“I am the Alpha and the Omega,” says the Lord God, “who is, and who was, and who is to come, the Almighty.” Rev 1:8
The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, “Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!

Therefore God exalted Him to the highest place and gave Him the name that is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.  Philippians 2:9

And God placed all things under His feet and appointed Him to be head over everything for the church, which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills everything in every way.  Ephesians 1:20
WORKS OF JESUS  Jesus came to earth to glorify God by conquering sin and death.

Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ, who gave Himself for our sins to rescue us from the present evil age, according to the will of our God and Father, to whom be glory for ever and ever.  Amen.  Gal 1:3
because it is impossible for the blood of bulls and goats to take away sins.  Therefore, when Christ came into the world, he said:  “Sacrifice and offering you did not desire, but a body you prepared for me; with burnt offerings and sin offerings you were not pleased.  Then I said, ‘Here I am-it is written about me in the scroll- I have come to do your will, O God.’”
