Who you are in christ
But whatever was to my profit I now consider loss for the sake of Christ.  What is more, I consider everything a loss compared to the surpassing greatness of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whose sake I have lost all things.  I consider them rubbish, that I may gain Christ and be found in Him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ-the righteousness that comes from God and is by faith.  Philippians 3:7

COMPLETELY NEW  You are a new creation and found to be in Christ Jesus.
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!  All this is from God, who reconciled us to Himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: that God was reconciling the world to Himself in Christ, not counting men’s sins against them.  2 Corinthians 5:17
I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me.  Galatians 2:20
For in Christ all the fullness of the Deity lives in bodily form, and you have been given fullness in Christ, who is the head over every power and authority.  Colossians 2:9
COMPLETELY FORGIVEN  God has eternally forgiven YOU and has declared YOU righteous.
When you were dead in your sins and in the uncircumcision of your sinful nature, God made you alive with Christ.  He forgave us all our sins, having canceled the written code, with its regulations, that was against us and that stood opposed to us; He took it away, nailing it to the cross.  Colossians 2:13
David says the same thing when he speaks of the blessedness of the man to whom God credits righteousness apart from works: “Blessed are they whose transgressions are forgiven, whose sins are covered.  Blessed is the man whose sin the Lord will never count against him.”  Romans 4:6
… as far as the east is from the west, so far has He removed our transgressions from us.  Psalm 103:12
Whoever believes in Him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed in the name of God’s one and only Son.  *John 3:18
Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus, because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of sin and death.  Romans 8:1

This righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe:  Romans 3:22

ETERNALLY SECURE  You are eternally safe in the loving arms of God your Father and Jesus.

And you also were included in Christ when you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation.  Having believed, you were marked in Him with a seal, the promised Holy Spirit, who is a deposit guaranteeing our inheritance until the redemption of those who are God’s possession.  Ephesians 1:13
My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me.  I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my hand.  My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all, no one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand.  I and the Father are one.  *John 10:27
Now it is God who makes both us and you stand firm in Christ.  He anointed us, set His seal of ownership on us, and put His Spirit in our hearts as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come.  2 Corinthians 1:21
And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love Him, who have been called according to His purpose.  For those God foreknew He also predestined to be conformed to the likeness of His Son, that He might be the firstborn among many brothers.  And those He predestined, He also called; those He called, He also justified; those He justified, He also glorified.  What then shall we say in response to this?  If God is for us, who can be against us? Rom 8:28

No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us.  For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.  Rom 8:37
…for God’s gifts and His call are irrevocable.  Romans 11:29

CITIZEN OF HEAVEN  Your home is in heaven and you are an alien to this world.

Dear friends, I urge you, as aliens and strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful desires,  1 Peter 2:11

But our citizenship is in heaven.  And we eagerly await a Savior from there, the Lord Jesus Christ, who, by the power that enables Him to bring everything under His control, will transform our lowly bodies so that they will be like His glorious body.  Philippians 3:20
In my Father’s house are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have told you.  I am going there to prepare a place for you.  And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am.  *John 14:2
Now we know that if the earthly tent we live in is destroyed, we have a building from God, an eternal house in heaven, not built by human hands.  2 Corinthians 5:1
And God raised us up with Christ and seated us with Him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus,  Ephesians 2:6

Consequently, you are no longer foreigners and aliens, but fellow citizens with God’s people and members of God’s household,  Ephesians 2:19
For you died, and your life is now hidden with Christ in God.  Colossians 3:3
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A CHILD OF GOD  You have been eternally adopted by God and have an eternal inheritance.
But when the time had fully come, God sent His Son, born of a woman, born under law, to redeem those under law, that we might receive the full rights of sons.  Because you are sons, God sent the Spirit of His Son into our hearts, the Spirit who calls out, “Abba, Father.”  So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and since you are a son, God has made you also a heir.  

  Galatians 4:4

For you did not receive a spirit that makes you a slave again to fear, but you received the Spirit of sonship.  And by Him we cry, “Abba, Father.”  The Spirit Himself testifies with our spirit that we are God’s children.  Now if we are children, then we are heirs-heirs of God and co-heirs with Christ.  Romans 8:15
For He chose us in Him before the creation of the world to be holy and blameless in His sight.  In love He predestined us to be adopted as His sons through Jesus Christ, in accordance with His pleasure and will.  Ephesians 1:4
He was in the world, and though the world was made through Him, the world did not recognize Him.  He came to that which was His own, but His own did not receive Him.  Yet to all who received Him, to those who believed in His name, He gave the right to become children of God-children born not of natural descent, nor of human decision or a husband’s will, but born of God.  John 1:10
How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children of God!  1 John 3:1
You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus,  Galatians 3:26
We know that we are children of God, and that the whole world is under the control of the evil one.  1 John 5:19
Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ.  Ephesians 1:3

A DISCIPLE OF GOD  You can find freedom and life as you experience God’s grace, truth, and love.
To the Jews who had believed Him, Jesus said, “If you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples.  Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”  John 8:32
Then Jesus came to them and said.  “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me.  Therefore go and make disciples of all nation, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.  And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”  Matthew 28:18

By this all will know that you are My disciples, if you have love for one another.  John 13:35  

Since, then, you have been raised with Christ, set your hearts on things above, where Christ is seated at the right hand of God.  Set your minds on things above, not on earthly things.  Colossians 3:1
Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and abmonish one another with all wisdom,  Colossians 3:16

A SERVANT OF GOD  You are a servant of God entrusted with His secrets and important work.
Live as free men, but do not use your freedom as a cover-up for evil; live as servants of God.  1 Peter 2:16
Each one should use whatever gift he has received to serve others, faithfully administering God’s grace in its various forms.  1 Peter 4:10

So then, men ought to regard us as servants of Christ and as those entrusted with the secret things of God.  1 Cor 4:1
But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord.  Always be prepared to give an answer to everyone who asks you to give the reason for the hope that you have.  But do this with gentleness and respect, keeping a clear conscience, so that those who speak maliciously against your good behavior in Christ may be ashamed of their slander.  1 Peter 3:15
Endure hardship with us like a good soldier of Christ Jesus.  No one serving as a soldier gets involved in civilian affairs-he wants to please his commanding officer.  Similarly, if anyone competes as an athlete, he does not receive the victor’s crown unless he competes according to the rules.  The hard working farmer should be the first to receive a share of the crops.2Tim 2:3

We are therefore Christ’s ambassadors, as though God were making His appeal through us.  2 Corinthians 5:20
A PRIEST OF GOD  You are a member of a Royal and Holy Priesthood with direct access to God.
“You are worthy to take the scroll and to open its seals, because you were slain, and with your blood you purchased men for God from every tribe and language and people and nation.  You have made them to be a kingdom and priests to serve our God, and they will reign on the earth.”  Revelation 5:9
As you come to Him, the living Stone-rejected by men but chosen by God and precious to Him-you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.  1 Peter 2:4
But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you may declare the praise of Him who called you out of darkness into His wonderful light.  Once you were not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.  1 Peter 2:9
A SAINT OF GOD  The scriptures identify you as a saint of God because you are a believer in Christ.
To all in Rome who are loved by God and called to be saints:  Romans 1:7

To all the saints in Christ Jesus at Philippi, together with the overseers and deacons:  Philippians 1:1
Greet all the saints in Christ Jesus.  The brothers who are with me send greeting.  All the saints send you greetings, especially those who belong to Caesar’s household.  Philippians 4:21
But the saints of the Most High will receive the kingdom and will possess it for ever-yes, forever and ever.  Daniel 7:18
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
